Learning Activity (Description in Steps)

Abstract (limit 100 characters): Students will compile a book of living things by drawing pictures
and explaining them.

Details: Give each student a sheet of construction paper. Instruct them to draw a picture of their
favorite living thing. Remind them to think about why it is alive while they are coloring. After they
are finished, label their pictures by putting what each child's drawing is at the top. Next, ask each
child to tell you how they know that the thing in their picture is alive and write the reason at the
bottom of the page.
