Position Function/Summary
  
The Graduate Assistant in ALEC meets all requirements for acceptance into the Graduate School 
at the University of Georgia and must be duly enrolled as a full-time graduate student upon 
employment. The Graduate Assistant will work his/her supervisor to develop the most 
appropriate and beneficial work experience that will ensure both the Graduate Assistant’s desired 
professional preparation and the accomplishment of ALEC goals. The assistantship is a ½-time 
position (20 hours/week) for an academic year appointment (9 months). 
    
Responsibilities
  

1. Assist agricultural leadership faculty with teaching undergraduate leadership courses 
including attending class, grading assignments, managing course on eLC, etc.  

2. Attend all ALEC staff and faculty meetings (as appropriate). 
3. Assist agricultural leadership faculty with conducting research which may include data 

entry, data transcription, review of literature, data collection, etc.
